APPLICATION GUIDELINES

ALPHA 630-20 flux can be applied by foam, spray or wave techniques. Preheat temperatures
of 80 to 105 °C (180 to 220 °F), as measured on the board topside, are recommended.

Post soldering residues should be removed after soldering as soon as possible. Thorough
cleaning can be accomplished with 50 to 70 °C (120 to 170 °F) water. For critical cleanliness
requirements, final rinsing with DI water may be required. ALPHA 2444 rinse aid may
optionally be used to enhance the cleanliness of high reliability assembilies.
