ALPHA 740 flux is active enough to clean oxides rapidly but leave minimal residue after 
soldering. This is an important feature since flux residues ten to wick up under the wire and 
cable jackets. These residues result in only a slight tarnish of the copper cores at acceptable 
levels to the automotive industry (tested under extended heat and humidity).

APPLICATION GUIDELINES 

ALPHA 740 can be used in spray, fountain or dip operations. In dip applications, the terminated 
wires and cables are dipped in ALPHA 740, the excess flux is allowed to drain off then the 
cables are slowly submerged in the molten solder. 
 
Caution: Extreme care should be taken not to entrap flux under the solder. A too rapid 
submersion of parts could cause the solder to erupt, due to steam build up.
